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Letchworth Garden City Duck’N’Dash Aquathlon 2010
Terms & Conditions

Participation in the Event is subject to the following terms and conditions:

1. Requirements
1.1 Everyone properly registered and having an official race number, pre-allocated by FreedomTri can take part in the

Event. There will be no race entries on the day.

1.2 Only athletes born on or before 05 September 1992 will be allowed to compete; participants under the age of 18 or
over the age of 80 years on race-day will not be allowed to participate. Proof of identity and age may be required.

1.3 BTF membership is required for participation in this race and the race entry fee covers a temporary day-licence for non-
members. Your BTF membership provides you with third party liability insurance for this race.

1.4 Every participant shall take part in the race briefing. Please pay attention to all verbal and written safety information
provided prior to the race. These will be updated via the FreedomTri website approximately 10 days prior to the race.

2. Obligations
2.1 Every participant shall make sure that his/her health is in a condition that allows him/her to take part in the Event, and

shall consult a doctor to ensure that this is the case. He/she shall have prepared with adequate physical training, given the
nature of the event and shall use appropriate equipment in compliance with British Triathlon Federation regulations.

2.2 A participant must comply with instructions and directions given by FreedomTri ‘The Organiser’, officials and race
marshals.

3. Contract

3.1 The application that constitutes a contract with the Organiser, will be filed ONLINE via www.freedomtri.co.uk

3.2 Each participant may only enter himself or herself. Double or multiple entries will not be accepted.

3.3 The contract shall be in place when (a) the applicant accepts the terms & conditions of participation by clicking the
relevant field in the ONLINE registration form (b) the entry fee has been received and processed by the Organiser (c) the
participant has received confirmation that they can take part in the Event.

3.4 The right to take part in the Event is not guaranteed, is subject to assessment and cannot be transferred without the
written permission of the Organiser.

4. Payment
4.1 Payment is accepted only by debit or credit cards: Switch, Solo, MasterCard, Visa, Maestro, Delta, and Electron. Other

cards such as American Express and Diners are not acceptable.
4.2 If payment cannot be collected due to insufficient funds or revocation by the applicant, then the applicant cannot
participate in the Event and will be charged a withdrawal fee.

5. Registration
Upon registration at Letchworth Outdoor Pool, participants will be recorded and marked with a race number using

waterproof ink. In some cases, we may request confirmation of identity +/or age using suitable documents. Please do not
apply for participation if you are unhappy with either of these conditions.

6. Withdrawal & Substitution

Withdrawal will be possible up to two weeks after the completion of application and payment, provided that this is no later
than Sunday 15 August 2010 and subject to an administrative fee of £4.00. After the expiry of the two week period, the
entry fee will not be refunded. It will be possible with the written permission of the Organiser, to appoint a race substitute.
A written request must be sent by email to FreedomTri and received by Monday 23 August 2010. In the case of
substitutions, no refunds will be given and a processing fee of £4.00 will be charged for administrative purposes.

7. Cancellation of Event / No-Show

If the Event is cancelled because of circumstances of force majeure, the participant will not be entitled to 100% refunding
of the entry fee. Any refunds will be calculated by FreedomTri in proportion to any reclaimable costs by the Organiser. No
compensation will be paid for travel or accommodation expenses. Compensation for no-shows will not be paid.

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8. Liability

8.1 Participation will be at the participant’s own risk.

8.2 Other than as stated below, the Organiser shall not be liable for any loss, damage or expense caused by cancellation,
curtailment or change of schedule of the Event because of government action, strike, civil commotion, national disaster or
other force majeure or cause beyond the reasonable control of the Organiser.

8.3 The Organiser, its staff, agents or contractors shall have no liability (other than for death or personal injury ) to any
participant or other person arising from acts, omissions or defaults at or near the course or otherwise in respect of the
Event, including any liability for indirect or consequential loss or damage.

8.4 By accepting a race number at Registration every participant effectively confirms that there are no health concerns as
regards his/her participation in this race.

9. Collection & Use of Data

9.1 Personal data disclosed on the registration form will be stored and processed by FreedomTri only for the purpose of
organising the Event.

9.2 An applicant agrees that the data disclosed in the registration form can be stored and processed by FreedomTri for this
purpose and for time keeping, placing and results purposes.

9.3 A participant agrees that his/her personal data can be disclosed to the photographer appointed by the Organiser, for
the purpose of sending him/her photographs taken in the course of, prior to and post event. There shall be no obligation
for the participant to buy such photos. The participant agrees to allow FreedomTri to use photos and footage taken from
the event for future promotion of the club and similar events.

9.4 A participant agrees that his/her personal data can be disclosed to the British Triathlon Federation (“BTF”), in order for
the BTF to undertake required participation checks and for the purpose of registering your day license membership.

9.5 A participant acknowledges that their data will be kept for a reasonable period in accordance with legal requirements
and for administration purposes.

9.6 A participant has the right to ask for a copy of the information held about them which is subject to the Data Protection
Act 1998 (for which the Organiser may make a small charge) and to correct any inaccuracies in their information.

9.7 An applicant must inform the Organiser of any change of address, contact telephone number or email address. The
Organiser accepts no liability for any failure to do so. Please note that the preferred method of contact is by email.

10. Competition Rules

The competition rules of the British Triathlon Federation shall be applicable and include: Organisers rules, anti-doping
rules, referee rules, all legal regulations and procedures as well as disciplinary codes. The Participant agrees that he/she
has read, understands and accepts these rules.

11.1 By attending the Event, a participant consents to filming and sound recording of themselves as Event participants. The
Organiser and those authorized by it may use such films and recordings (including any copies) without payment.

11.2 By participating in the Event this does not confer any rights whatsoever on the participant to use, alter, copy or
otherwise deal with any of the symbols, trade-marks, logos and/or intellectual property of the Event.

11.3 The Organiser reserves the right to disqualify a participant at any point on reasonable grounds and may take any
appropriate action to enforce this right. By way of example, a participant may be disqualified if he/she has behaved in a
manner which, in the reasonable opinion of the Organiser, has, or is likely to affect

the safety of other participants; or uses threatening, abusive or insulting words or behaves in a manner which may provoke
a breach of the peace; or in the reasonable opinion of the Organiser is acting under the influence of alcohol or drugs or
fails, when required to produce proof of identity or age.

11.4 A participant shall not engage in any form of ‘ambush marketing’ marketing i.e. by using the publicity value of the
event without having any official connection with the event and shall not breach or infringe the rights of any sponsor or
associated parties, nor conduct unauthorized promotions or other commercial activity.

11.5 If any provision of these terms is declared by any judicial or other competent authority to be void, illegal or otherwise
unenforceable then that provision shall be amended in such a reasonable manner or it may be severed from the terms and
conditions without compromise to remaining provisions which shall remain in full force and effect.
